Your membership expires on July 31 this year, so if you plan to enter
students into jazz auditions which are always early, be sure to join for
2017-18 as soon as you can to avoid errors while entering students.
Check the Directory in the left sidebar of the website to see if you are
a member for 2017-18. You must have a 2017-18 ATSSB ID to see the
Directory (TMEA will not allow you to view the Directory unless you
are an ATSSB member for 2017-18). If you are not yet a member for
next year, fill out the application online:
(http://www.123contactform.com/form-661949/Contact-Form) with
the changes (you need only list name and school and any changes - we

already have the other posted data in the database) and then send payment when your school
budget year begins - or go ahead and send in the check or school Purchase Order now while you
are thinking about it. Dues for Active Members are $50, but remember that after October 1, the
dues increase to $75 unless you are joining as an Associate Member or College Division Member
(everything is the same, you just cannot run for office, vote, or enter students in any ATSSB
competition). Retirees who retire as an Active Member retain their Active Membership but dues
are reduced to $25 per year. A cover page showing your ATSSB and TMEA membership card
must be sent with the initial entry forms for the first audition entered (ATSSB or TMEA). Don't
forget that if you enter students in the Jazz Ensemble competitions that audition deadlines are
EARLY, so get your ATSSB and TMEA dues taken care of as soon as possible. I email a copy of
your card as soon as I receive payment of dues, so be sure we have an accurate email address for
you and that your school does not block mail from this office (attachments trigger spamguards,
so make sure we are allowed).

Representative and a Class 4A Representative to the State Board of Directors. The election will
be held at the General Session tentatively scheduled for Thursday, February 15, 2018, at 3:30
p.m. in Room 202 of the Convention Center. After nominees have accepted their nominations,
their pictures and biographies (if submitted) will appear in the online December Newsletter, so
keep an eye out for that issue. Please get involved in the district, region, and area activities of

All Newsletters
are now available online as a pdf file. If you have lost or misplaced your PAL, you will have to
download the page(s) you need from the website.

This coming year, Brian Britt (University of Oklahoma) will be the clinician for the Symphonic
Band. Jay Saunders (University of North Texas) will be the clinician for the Jazz Ensemble.
Matthew Mclnturf (Sam Houston State University) will be the Concert Band clinician. The
Concert Band will premier the winner of the 2018 ATSSB Composition Competition.

Note from Brad Kent, UIL Director of Music: At its meeting on April 9th the UIL Medical
Advisory Committee recommended that the UIL implement a required pre-participation health
screening process for marching band students. This recommendation will be discussed and
considered at the next meeting of the UIL Legislative Council in June. At this point, if a new rule
is implemented we do not expect it to take effect until the 2018-19 school year. The UIL will post
an announcement if this proposal goes into rule.

I hope to be able to visit with a lot of you at TBA at the ATSSB table in the Registration Area.
Please note the times the ATSSB table will be open for you to stop by. Good luck as you begin
another year with your students, especially if you are at a new school (be sure to let us know

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Outstanding Performance Series

The 2017 OPS season is well underway! I am looking forward to
seeing how each or your (and my) entries fare in the Region, Area,
and State levels of competition this spring. By the time you read this
newsletter, many of our Region adjudications will be completed.
Region and Area Coordinators may need to refer to page three

of the OPS Purpose and Procedure on the ATSSB website to review
the procedure for honorariums that may be given to judges and to
Coordinators. Just be sure that you familiarize yourselves with all of the
procedures before you start asking for reimbursements. We have had some
Region Coordinators in the past spend money for things that were not
authorized, and then they expected to be reimbursed, only for it to not be
allowed.

If you are a Designated Area Coordinator you should refer to the March
Newsletter to familiarize yourself with which regions are sending CDs
to you. Be sure you have the CDs from all of the regions before you start your adjudication. If you do
not receive CDs from one of those regions by the deadline, please check with the appropriate Region
Coordinator. Possibly CDs were shipped but you never received them; we have had that happen in the
past and would like for that not to happen again. Also, remember that Designated Region Coordinators
must have the adjudication and mail all advancing CDs to the Designated Area Coordinators on or before,
and preferably before, June 9.

The Designated Area Coordinators will forward all advancing CDs to the OPS State Chair —
Collin Anderson, 608 E Walker, Groesbeck, TX 76642 — on or before (again, preferably before) June 23.

After each level of competition, the official in charge shall immediately mail, or e-mail, a copy of
Page 14 showing a complete list of results to the OPS State Chair and to each director who entered a CD.
This is very important, so please do this immediately after the adjudication.

Soon after June 23 I will be calling directors to serve as judges at the State adjudication. I have to
find five judges and one monitor for each of the five classifications, so if I leave a message on your home
phone about judging at the State level, please return my call as soon as possible.

This is our 21st year of the ATSSB Outstanding Performance Series, though my first as state
chair, and every year has gone smoothly because our Region and Area Coordinators have done a
marvelous job of following the guidelines and working very hard for the directors they serve. We all owe
them our gratitude for their efforts. Thank you, Region and Area Coordinators!

We are excited to let you know that we are currently conducting a Digital OPS Pilot Study
with Regions 1, 6, 16, and 22. Their digital uploads are being judged by Regions 24, 4, 14, and 18
respectively. Kenneth and I are working with the above Region Coordinators to determine how to make
this process more accessible and streamlined for the spring of 2018 in order to make the OPS process
completely digital!

As always, if | can help you in any way, please don’t hesitate to call or e-mail me. Please remember
this — every time I get asked a question about how something is done, I have to get out the book and
read the instructions! I do not carry all of that information around in my head. The point is, you are
not expected to know all of the answers either, but you are expected to go to the website and read the
guidelines. If we will all do that, the 2017 OPS will be the best yet. Have a great summer, and [ will see
