Outstanding Performance Series
by Don Thoede, State Chair

The 2003 Outstanding Performance Series will be the first year that all entry forms
and all pertinent information about the OPS will be taken from the ATSSB website!
Region Coordinators will no longer make forms available to you. If you plan to enter
the 2003 OPS competition, be sure you have an updated version of Acrobat Reader.
You can easily download it from the ATSSB website. Once you log on to the website,
you should have no problem finding what you need. You will be able to type all
information onto the form and print the form immediately when finished. I suggest you
make two copies of everything before you leave the website. It could prevent you from
having to repeat he process at a later time if some unforeseen problem should arise.

I do not enjoy mentioning this in every March Newsletter but I feel the need to
remind all directors that you must meet deadlines! Every year I hear from someone that problems were caused for
many because one or two directors missed a deadline. Please remember that Region Coordinators are not expected to
hold a shipment of CDs because you did not meet the deadline. In addition, Region Coordinators are also expected to
meet deadlines. Those of you that contact judges and set judging dates know exactly how important this is. No one
should expect a Region Coordinator to call a panel of adjudicators and reschedule the listening session because you
did not meet the deadline. Again, we need everyone’s cooperation to make these judging sessions go as smoothly as
possible. Let’s try to make 2003 the first year that everyone involved met all deadlines. I think that is a goal that we
can meet, don’t you?

Region Coordinators should be reminded that a $35.00 honorarium may be paid to each adjudicator at each level
of competition. In addition, judges may be paid $7.50 for each meal with a maximum of two meals. Exception: State
level adjudicators will not be paid for meals because all sessions start after lunch and end before dinner. Remember
that if there is a need for two panels due to the number of entries, but only one panel is used to hear all entries, and the
judges work through two meals, the judges then may also be paid and additional $35.00 ($85.00 maximum). If you
have a question, please contact me. I will be glad to help.

Some of you will be contacted to serve as adjudicators for the OPS competition. Please make yourselves available
when called. The success of the OPS depends on you! You all should have a good idea of when the sessions are going
to be held, so try to be available on those days. Your help will be greatly appreciated by your fellow directors.

These letters must be filed with th
Executive Secretary of ATSSB. These letters must attest to the student’s eligibility to continue in the selggtion
procedure at the new residence.”

C. If the student moves out of the region, then the chair is lost and the alternate moves into the ban
(regardless of whether the student is moving tABSB school or not).

D. In arelated case, if a student is certified to Area from one then moves to another region, he/she dpes
not lose the privilege of advancingAoea. The rules state that once entered into the track for all-state ban
they may only be removed by the audition process itself (or by signing a letter forfeiting the position) —
Section lll. Article 2 of the Eligibility rules attached which states “Removal. Once a student enters the AT$SB
audition process, he/she may be eliminated only by either the audition process itself or by the ATSSB Apfeals
Process.”
